	In the first half of the 20th century Chinese Taoist thought enjoyed a unparalleled popularity among German intellectuals. In this context Alfred D?blin?s novel ?The three leaps of Wang-lun? plays a special role. D ? blin was not satisfied with simplz adapting Chinese thought and using it as a mouth piece for his own ideas, but used the
Chinese setting of the Qing dynasty to experiment with a new style of writing within the German tradition.His creative use of Chinese thought can thus be read in two directions. On the one hand D?blin, by making Taoist thought a focus of his narrative,
gave the Taoist idea of non action (wu wei) a new interpretation; on the other hand by
writing a ?Chinese Novel?6 in German he is able to introduce certain techniques into
writing that became features of expressionist writing in German. This paper will look
at how these two different features of the novel relate to each other to create a new
powerful expression of D?blin?s own understandingof the human condition
