	Peronospora parasitica, the causal organism of downy mildew of Chinese cabbage in Taiwan, has a preference for low temperature and high humidity for its sporulation and germination of conidia. Under laboratory conditions the fungus sporulated profusely from 8oC to 12oC. At 24oC and above, conidiophores were malformed and produced few spores. For in vitro germination of conidia, temperatures between 12oC and 16oC were favourable. Below or above this temperature range, conidia germinated poorly and were malformed. Germination rates of conidia suddenly decreased after they were incubated at 46oC for 45 minutes, 50oC for 30 minutes or 54oC for 15 minutes. The germination of most Chinese cabbage seeds was not affected when they were treated at 54oC for 30 minutes.
