This paper concerns mining for periodic events from a chronologically-ordering of the Chinese newspapers. The approach has three steps: (i) Extracting significant terms; (ii) generating the histories of significant terms; (iii) mining for periodic events. First, a scalable approach, which was based on String B-trees(SB-trees) and could handle large text collections was used to extract significant terms. Secondly, the histories of significant terms in some time series, e.g. months or years, were defined and generated. Finally, periodic events were mined using the histories of the significant terms. This study used Chinese news articles from 1991 to 1996, which included 524802 news articles and about 202 million Chinese characters.
