We will begin by reviewing the basic parts of a sentence, focusing on subject /
verb agreement and word order. At various times throughout the course there will be small tests. The
purpose of these tests is to make certain that you are learning the material. And the grades for these
tests will be a part of your daily grade. In general, the two-hour lesson period will be divided into,
theory during the first session and practice in the second session. Homework will mainly be keeping
a diary, which you need to hand in every two weeks. Occasionally there will be other homework. This
curriculum is only an outline, the rate of progress will depend on the rate of class progress. Learning
well is more important that rushing though a lot of information and only learning a little.
