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For students to improve their abilities in oral communication and to develop self confidence in
speaking English. Students will become familiar with various communication strategies and
expected behaviors in everyday survival situations.
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a) For students to be able to speak confidently and effectively in a variety of everyday survival
situations. b) For students to improve the clarity and accuracy of their pronunciation through accent
reduction training. ¢) For students to learn the sounds, rhythms, and intonation of the English
language.

We will practice basic listening and speaking skills, with a brief consideration of any grammar or
vocabulary points that may arise. Common usage will be considered as well as correct tone and
pronunciation.
