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The course is designed to introduce basic components of languages. The students learned
phonetics, phonology, morphology and syntax last semester. In this semester, we will cover
semantics and pragmatics. Applied linguistics will be introduced as well, including sociolinguistics,
neurolinguisitcs, psycholinguisitcs.
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The assignments will be given to let the students apply theory to reality. By doing this, they will
develop the ability to analyze linguistic phenomena.
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Examples in Madarin will be given to offer a comparison with English. The linguistic phenomena
in mother tongue will make students interested.

Assign students to find out the exmples in Chinese, including the nyms (semantics), performatic
verbs (pragmatics), linguistic expressions indicating gender (sociolinguistics).
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
