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This course aims to enhance participants’ ability of listening. By the end of the course it is expected
that students will be able to communicate effectively in authentic situation in English.

The course covers major areas of strategy and skill for English listening. Issues in English culture are
discussed in the classroom. Furthermore, this course is designed to improve the students’ listening
comprehension.

Students must maintain 90% attendance overall. If attendance falls below this level students will
receive a fail result of this course. Absence must be authenticated by a medical certificate. An
attendance roll will be kept.
