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The objectives of the course are as follows: (1) To empower the graduate students, the potential
future English teachers, by reading and discussing the advantages and disadvantages of English
native speakers and non-native speakers. (2) To make stu

This course is to introduce two important issues in EFL to the students. The two issues are: (1)
English native speakers vs. non-native speakers issue in ELT profession and (2) English as an
International Language.

The students read three articles each week. Three of them are responsible for presenting the
articles. The instructor leads a discussion on each article. And the students are asked to write
reflection papers each week.
