Demonstrate an understanding of how to read academic, college-level writing; - Evaluate and
revise initial drafts of written work; + Locate and use basic research strategies; and - Apply critical
thinking skills to the writing process.

Class time will be spent in the following ways: teacher lectures, class discussions, individual
assignments and pair and/or small group work. Instructional method will include various activities
designed to give you practice in writing and to encourage your growth as writers including
vocabulary and grammar exercises. Through lecture, discussion, writing activities, and peer
critiques, you will have increased opportunities to improve your writing skills.
