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To increase students’ awareness of oral communication in a general sense and to develop self
confidence in speaking English fluently. Students will be exposed to a number of communication
strategies which they will analyze, compare, and ultimately put into practice.

The prescribed book will be followed and students will discuss the theory in small groups. After group
discussions, feedback will be given by the different groups to the whole class and the teacher will
make any corrections or improvements with recommendations.
