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Throughout this course we will follow a simple pattern of listening and speaking. Generally the first
part of a lesson will focus on developing listening skills, with a brief analysis of any
grammar/vocabulary points that may arise. Common usage will also be considered as will use of the
correct register. The second part of the lesson will mainly focus on developing speaking skills and
will usually consist of the vocabulary and structures introduced in the first part of the lesson.
Emphasis will be put on good pronunciation. An understanding of the underlying phonology will be
demonstrated and practiced as we encounter various situations. From time to time techniques to
encourage faster, clearer speaking will be applied, which are designed to develop speaking skills
nearer to the level of native speaker.
