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To make predictions from titles and pictures, to identify the main idea and supporting detail, to listen
for specific information, to infer meaning, to use context to determine meaning, and to familiarize
themselves with different accents. The main issue will be to improve Listening.

Students will mostly listen to recordings on CD, as well as supplemented material the form of lyrics
from songs.
