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The purpose of this course is to help students learn to read and enjoy literature. It offers many
different ways of building and reinforcing the skills of reading; in addition to studying literature in
terms of its elements, it emphasizes reading works in different contexts—authorial, literary historical,
and cultural.
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Close reading of selected works; locating the main features of the work under discussion; examining
the work in authorial, literary historical, and/or cultural contexts; introducing critical theories.
