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This course introduces commonly used writing skills in English academic reports and articles, via
reading, discussing and writing relevant works. Hopefully in-class activities familiarize students with
paper writing formats and written academic articles, and develops students’knowledge and skills in
writing independently.

(A) To guide students to familiarize with the writing formats in English linguistics and teaching
English as a foreign language (TEFL). (B) To teach students the formats of academic research
papers in English linguistics and TEFL. (C) To develop students’ basic competencies in reporting
their research results.
