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This course is designed to help participants develop general English skills, mainly focusing on
listening. Listening materials on a variety of daily topics are used to engage and motivate the
participants to develop listening skills. In addition, group and individual presentations are designed
to help students demonstrate their listening skills. By doing so, participants are expected to increase
their vocabulary power, grammar and listening skills.
